We will consider any project that does not conflict with CSI's ethical positions. Our general priorities are for urgent conservation/management issues and helping graduate students. CSI prefers to give small grants to help as many people as possible, rather than large grants to support entire projects. Consider other funding options first, tell us what they are, and request only the minimum amount you need from CSI to fulfill your need. There are several ways CSI can help you besides a direct grant, such as providing useful resources, letters of support, and equipment.
